WAA Membership Dues System

Article 1 The membership dues are one of the funding sources of the
World WLAN Application Alliance (hereinafter called WAA). According
to WAA Charter, members have the obligation to pay membership

dues on time. In order to clarify the standards of membership dues
and standardize the management, this system is formulated in
accordance with the relevant laws and regulations of the country
where WAA 1is registered and in light of the specific circumstances
of WAA.

Article 2 WAA has council member, senior member, ordinary

member and observation member.

Council members 1is elected by the General Assembly or added during
the session.

Senior member, ordinary member and observation member refer to the
member that enjoys different membership benefits and whose
application for membership level has been approved.

For the observation member, the period of validity is one year from
the date of the application approval. After the expiration, it can
continue to be an observation member or apply for conversion to
other types of members.

The specific measures for the rights and management of various
members of WAA are formulated by the Board of Council.

Article 3 The alliance charges membership dues according to the
type of members. The General Assembly shall be held for the
establishment and modification of the membership dues standard, which
shall be attended by more than 2/3 (including the number) of

members. It will take effect only after being voted by more than

1/2 (including the number) of the members present. Without the form
and procedures stipulated in this article, no person or organization
may amend the standard of membership dues without authorization.
Article 4 Membership Dues
(1) Council Member: RMB 300, 000 per year
(2) Senior member: RMB 100, 000 per year
(3) Ordinary member: RMB 20, 000 per year
(4) Observation members and members of non-profit organizations such
as research institutions and colleges and universities are exempt
from membership dues.
Article 5 The usage and management of Membership Dues
(1) According to WAA Charter, membership dues will be fully used to
provide services for members and the development of the business
within the business scope stipulated in the alliance charter.
(2)WAA membership dues abide by the financial management system
stipulated by the country where the registration is used. The
approval procedures and the scope of use are clarified to ensure the
reasonable and effective usage of the membership dues. And besides,
WAA accepts the supervision and audit of relevant departments such
as finance and taxation.
(3) The income and expenditure of membership dues will be regularly
announced to the members and will be reviewed by the General
Assembly.
The alliance will announce the income and expenditure of membership
dues to members
Article 6 Member who fails to pay the membership dues on time,
WAA has the right to decide to reduce the service items, content or
stop the service. Those members will not enjoy priority and

preferential rights when participating in WAA activities. According
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to WAA Charter, if a member fails to pay the membership dues for
more than one year without reason, it will be deemed to be automatic
withdrawal.

Article 7 The General Assembly authorizes Board of Council to
explain this system, and meanwhile to formulate specific management
systems, implementation methods or working rules as needed.

Article 8 On July 18th, 2022, this system was voted and approved by
WAA at the first General Assembly and the first meeting of the Board

of Council, and it takes effect from the date of approval.
